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Rules

Topic - We recommend that the speech topic is the same you delivered during the training day. This
speech has already shown it has winning qualities — now concentrate on fine tuning your content,
structure, delivery and positive message. Remember, this speech will be shared in public so think
carefully about your topic and what you chose to share with the audience and people online. Make sure
you have read the Respectful Speeches Guidelines and that your speech abides by them. The judges will
be looking for a positive message.

Delivery - Please remember to be yourself; public speaking is not rap, poetry or spoken word. Speeches
that are mainly rap, poetry or spoken word will be awarded no marks in the delivery category.

Positivity - At this stage of the competition, your speech will be judged on the positive impact it has on
the audience. This doesn’t mean you can’t take on challenging subjects, but your audience wants to
hear your solutions.

Time - The speech should be a minimum of 1% minutes up to a maximum of 3 minutes. If your speech is
under or over time you will receive a 4-point penalty.

Notes - Notes should not be used.

Judging

The judging will be based on the Speak Out Communication Triangle and the Positive Impact of your speech.
Content, Delivery, Structure and Positive Impact will each be worth 20 points. You are the next generation
of decision makers and this is your chance to make positive change. Negative speeches will be marked
down, speeches with a positive message score higher.
